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Work Session February 10, 2010

The Board of County Commissioners, in and for the County of Otero, State of New Mexico, met in a Work
Session at the Otero County Courthouse in Alamogordo, County and State aforesaid. Meeting called to
order by the Chairman at 9:00 a.m., February 10, 2010; and he announced that reasonable notice for this

meeting was given to the Alamogordo Daily News and to Radio Stations, KPSA, KINN and KYEE.

Dan Bryant gave the invocation. Commissioner Moore led the Pledge of Allegiance and the Salute
to the Flag of the State of New Mexico.

1. Public Hearing:

Discuss and hear comments on amendments to Ordinance 07-01, Otero County Personnel Policy.

2. Scheduled Citizen Communications:

a. Kevin Schneider, White Sands National Monument-Update on activities, recap 2009, discuss
plans for 2010 and address questions the Commission may have.

Mr. Schneider approached the Board and gave a brief update of upcoming events that have been

planned for White Sands and some upcoming major projects for 2010.




Janet White stated that her father was the Superintendent at White Sands and in the 70’s all Parks
were required to do a General Management Plan. Ms. White asked if Mr. Schneider has done a Plan and if
50, 1s it available on the website for White Sands.

Mr. Schneider stated that we have not produced a General Management Plan since about 1979. Last
year we did a Management Strategy Plan. It’s a document that helps us identify priorities forthenext3 to 5
years. A General Management Plan for White Sands would cost about half a million dollars and take many
years to complete. He would rather put half a million dollars into things that would tangibly benefit visitor
ser\{ices.

-

The Board thanked Mr. Schneider for his report and look forward to another tour this summer.

3.Consent Agenda: - - T o

a. John Blansett-Mid-year budget adjustments.

b. Paul Quairoli-Request approval of a public utility easement on county property at the Otero
County Emergency Operations Center.

Mr. Quairoli stated that this is our new acquisition, which is the Emergency Operations Center.
There are some issues with the existing power lines, they will need to be relocated before we install the
new communications tower.

Commissioner Moore asked if we are having to pay the power company to relocate this line for us.
Mr. Quairoli stated that this is correct. Three poles will be installed with some down lines. The cost is

about $13,000.00 to $14,000.00.

4. Resolutions, Contracts & Agreements:
a. Request approval of Resolution #02-18-10/98-36, reflecting the funding changes in NM

Department of Transportation amended Cooperative Agreement Contracts for CAP-CO-OP and School Bus




projects for fiscal year 2009/2010.

Bill Parker, Public Works Director, stated that we were cut about $140,000.00 all total.
Commissioner Moore asked how many miles of road improvements is that going to restrict us from being
able to get accomplished. Mr. Parker stated that he believes that we will still be OK in our budget. We are
trying not to cut anything.

b. Request approval of Resolution #02-10-10/98-39, supporting HB269 and SB256, both relating to
utilities; providing for local right-of-way access fees; amending and enacting sections of NMSA 1978.

Commissioner Rardjn made a motion to approve Resolution #02—10-10{98-39. The motion was
seconded by Commissioner Moore for discussion. |

‘Ray Backstrom stated that PRC recently ruled that the charging of franchise fees was illegal. This is
affecting Dona Ana County and Otero County through El Paso Electric. The resolution is saying that we
support these two bills in the House and the Senate.

Commissioner Moore stated that his understanding was that some of the public utilities were
passing the franchise fee straight through to their customers as a line item on their bill. The amount of
monies being collected was in excess of the actual franchise fee. His understanding of the PRC ruling was
that they were telling the utility companies they could not bill that franchise fee as a pass through cost. Mr.
Backstrom stated that municipalities can’t charge a franchise fee. Commissioner Moore stated this has been
a long held custom, as far as he knows we have always done it. These two bills will put the action back in
place where we did have the authority to charge utility companies a franchise fee to cross through our
boundaries. Mr. Backstrom stated that yes this is correct until the State Supreme Court has made a
determination.

Commissioner Rardin asked if this will be retroactive or are we going to have to pay this back. Mr.



Backstrom stated that there has been no ruling on us paying it back. As part of the PRC ruling, El Paso
Electric is going to be required to refund all of those fees back to 2004. The final outcome will be
determined by the State Supreme Court and their appeal of that decision.

A vote was taken and the motion passed unanimously.

b. Discuss and consider approval of, or action to be taken regarding a contract agreement for
Veterinary Medical Services providing Otero County with housing and medical care for Otero County
animals.

Commissioner Moore stated that he will wiEhdraw this item until we haave our Executive Session:

¢. Request approval of the 2010/2011 CAP, Co-OP and School Bus 1:;rojects. |

Mr. Parker stated that that is for next summer projects. ‘We are putting in for the same amount of
money that we normally do, because we don’t know what will happen next year.

5. Commission Discussions/Action Items:

a. Commissioner Rardin introduced David Kirby, Helen Wood and Bob Wood who sit on the newly
formed Environmental Committee. Commissioner Rardin gave a brief description of what this committee
will be doing. The next step will be for the Commission to approve this committee to work with staffto get
some actual cost figures of what this will cost the County.

6. County Manager Report:

a. Ray Backstrom stated that with the June Election coming the Clerk is requesting to use one of the
rooms at the Administration Building for early voting. We have plenty of time and would like the
Commission to keep it mind.

b. The Chaparral Clinic will have it’s final CID Inspection and will be making a few minor changes

to the building itself. The electrical is ready to tum on. A walk through will be done some time next week.



7. Executive Session:

Commissioner Rardin made a motion to go into Executive Session to discuss items listed on the
agenda A. Collective Bargaining, B. Pending/Threatened Litigation, C. Personnel Issues, D. Land, E.
Roads, F. Detention Center, G. Contracts. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Moore. Roll call

Commissioner Rardin made a motion to come out of Executive Sessi‘on having discussed items'A.
through G. on the agenda, having made no decisions. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Moore.

Commissioner Moore stated that we have 2 remaining action items #6 and #16.

Agenda item #6-Request approval of legal opinion concemning a contract issue.

Commissioner Rardin made a motion to approve Ray Backstrom’s contract as proposed and the
effective starting date would be January 1, 2010 and all pay would reflect to that. The motion was seconded
by Commissioner Moore. A vote was taken and the motion passed unanimously.

Agenda item #16-Discuss and consider approval of, or action to be taken regarding a contract
agreement for Veterinary Medical Services providing Otero County with housing and medical care for
Otero County animals.

Commissioner Rardin made a motion that due to some misunderstanding in our RFP’s that we put

those services out to bid on a new RFP per the Sherif’s suggestion to clear up some confusion, The motion



was seconded by Commissioner Moore.

Commissioner Moore stated to Doctor Staley, that we appreciate the services that he has given us
and look forward for you to bid those services again. Our RFP originally was confusing and until we lived
with it for a year we didn’t realize how confusing. We know that it has put Doctor Staley in a difficult
position and he has tried to administer the RFP. All we are doing is rewriting the RFP and get some
clarification on the County/City stuff and clean up some of the time frames. We will have a better picture
based on our experience now, so it will be clear to us and to the vendor what our desires are.

Doctor Sta]eyf stated that over the past t\:.ro years we have handledjn excess of 18,000 animal's for
the County. That does not include a lot of owner impounds that have come in and the County doesn’t get
billed for.” QOut of those 18,000 animals, so far we have only had to euphonize about 23. Out of the
remaining ones, about 250 were returned to owners. The County is not contracted with his clinic, we are
contracted with the charity that is associated with Staley Clinic. The County paid us $49,521.00 over the
course of the year and what that money went to was $47,921,00 to spaying and neutering animals for people
who couldn’t afford it. We performed 301 canine neuters, 231 canine spays, 452 feline neuters and 322
feline spays. This is where the County’s money is going.

Commissioner Moore stated that we appreciate what Doctor Staley has done for us. The confusion
lays in our RFP, the language is very confusing. We want to correct that for us, you, the people and animals
in the County.

We have a motion on the floor to put Veterinary services out for re-bid with new language. A vote

was taken and the motion passed unanimously.




There being no further business before the Board, the Chairman adjourned the meeting at 10:55 a.m.

TECHNICAL SERVICES AGREEMENT

THIS AGREEMENT made and entered into this__1st day of April by and between
Otero County hereinafter referred to as "County” and, Statewide Drilling, Inc. hereinafter
referred to as "Contractor”.

IT ISMUTUALLY AGREED BETWEEN THE PARTIES:
1. Scope of Work. The Contractor will render the following services to the County:

Provide services in strict accordance to Sealed Bid # 10-017, hereby incorporated
by reference.

2. Coordination. That the Contractor will devote the necessary hours each week to the
performance of such duties that may be assigned to him by the County. Contractor shall
secure all licenses, permits, fees, etc., required for the performance of this work.

A. That the Contractor will serve the County diligently and faithfully, and
according to his best ability and in all respects, will use his utmost endeavors to promote
the interest to the County in accordance to County Terms and Conditions.

B. That the Contractor will maintain records indicating date and length of time such
services are rendered. These records shall be subject to inspection by the designated
agent of the County.

3. Compensation:

A. That the services rendered by the Contractor shall be at the location of Boles
Acres or where the County shall designate,

B. That for the services rendered satisfactorily as per paragraphs one through three,
supra the County agrees to pay the Contractor compensation at the rate of $ AS PER BID
#, Q0 perdiemat therateof $_0 ,per 0 for_O , plus mileage at the rate
of$0 permilefor$ 0 miles,plus$_0 percopy$ 0 of other expenses such
compensation per diem, mileage, and other expenses not to exceed $_0  in total
payable in_0 by the County upon receipt of a signed invoice. The Contractor will
pay the New Mexico Gross Receipts Tax levied on the amounts payable under this
contract, THE COUNTY SHALL PAY APPLICABLE TAXES.

C. Payment shall be made on a Regular basis upon receipt of a detailed, certified
staternent of account, which shall include dates and hours reported for the period covered
by the regular statement. These records shall be subject to inspection by the County and




designated Auditor. The County shall have the right to audit billings both before and
after payment; payment under this Agreement shall not foreclose the right of the County
t0 recover excessive or illegal payments.

4. Status of Contractor:  The Contractor is an independent contractor performing
professional service for the County and is not an employee of the County. The Contractor
shall not accrue leave, retirement, insurance, or any other benefits afforded to employees

of the County as a result of this contract.

5. Term: That the terms of this contract are contingent on sufficient appropriations and
authorization being made by the County for the performance of this contract. The
County's decision as to whether sufficient appropriations are available shall be accepted
by the Contractor and shall be final. This Agreement shall begin April 1, 2010, and
renewable on an annual basis and terminated on March 31, 2014 unless terminated by
either of the parities hereto upon written notice delivered to the other party at least thirty
(60) days prior to the intended date of termination. By such termination, neither party
may nullify obligations already incurred for performance or failure to perform prior to the
date of termination.

6. Assignment: The contractor shall not assign or transfer any interest in this
Apgreement or assign any claims for money due or to become due under this Agreement
without the prior written approval of the County.

7. Subcontracting: The Contractor may not subcontract any portion of the services to be
performed under this Agreement.

8. Conflict of Interest: The Contractor warrants that he presently has no interest and
shall not acquire any interest, direct or indirect, which would conflict in any manner or
degree with the performance of services required under this Agreement.

9. Indemnification: The Contractor shall hold harmless and indemnify the County
against all civil actions, suits, demands, losses, or expenses, including attorney fees,
which may be threaten or incurred at any time by reason out of Contractor's services
provided pursuant to this Agreement.

10. Amendment: This Agreement shall not be altered, changed, or amended except by
instrument in writing executed by the parties thereto.

11. Scope of Agreement: This Agreement incorporates all the Agreements, covenants,
and understandings between the parties thereto concerning the subject matter hereof, and
all such covenants, Agreements, and understandings have been merged into this written
-Agreement;- No-prior Agreement or understanding, verbal or otherwise,-of the parties or
their agents shall be valid or enforceable unless embodied in this Agreement.

12. Notice: This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the Sate of New Mexico.
The Procurement Code, Sections 13-1-28 through 13-1-199 NMSA 1978, imposes civil
and criminal penalties for its violation. In addition, the New Mexico criminal statues
impose felony penalties for illegal bribes, gratuities, and kick-backs.

*(This applies only to plats which have previously been distributed for state agency
review and are revised or modified and the characteristics of the subdivision are changed
to such an extent that the plat must be resubmitted to all state agencies. This fee does not
apply to submittal of additional documentation required by state agencies or minor
revisions in which the initial characteristics of the subdivision, such as size and number
of parcels remain unchanged.)




NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT HEREBY RESOLVED that where
additional review by the County is required above and beyond normal
review requirements due to complex, unforeseen, or unique circumstances
relating to the proposed plan or plat, such as complex hydrological
considerations, then the County may charge an additional review fee to
defray the cost of such review. Review fees shall be only for professional
services rendered to the County in the case that the County does not have
qualified personnel to assist in reviewing such reports, plans or plats. Fees
for such reviews shall not exceed the actual and customary costs therefore.

C. Payment shall be made at the end of each month, upon receipt of a
detailed, certified statement containing a report of work completed and disposition of
same.
